first production in Eli Kent's Mt Victoria bedroom - and has since played to
ecstatic reviews throughout New Zealand.

Eli's play THINNING was presented in the ATC Young and Hungry season in
2010 and his new play BLACK CONFETTI premiered in our 2012 Season. So

it's a natural progression to co-pro with Eli's fellow collaborators Robin Kerr
and Eleanor Bishop for this new project.

Huge thanks to them all — and to our ATC team of talent who are working
alongside them - particularly Associate Director Lynne Cardy and Youth Arts
Coordinator Whetu Silver who have spear-headed this project.
